ROMANCE LANGUAGES
(See French, Italian, Spanish)

MAJOR

A major in romance languages  leading to a Bachelor
of Arts degree consists of at least 33 credits as follows:

1. Completion of the core courses for either the French
major or the Spanish major

2. Completion of the intermediate level or its equivalent
in a second Romance language (French 162, 164,
or Spanish 162, 164)

3. Six credits in the second language as follows:
a. if French, French 261 and one course chosen

from French 271, 272 and 273
b. if Spanish, a Peninsular course and a Spanish-

American course, at least one of which must be a
literature course. Complete one of the following
three sequences: Spanish 207 and 208; Spanish
207 and 211; Spanish 208 and 212

Romance language majors need not complete the
“related courses” requirement of either the French major
or the Spanish major.
