Emphasis is placed on the 
written and verbal critique of contemporary dance in 
performance.

Dance 220 (3)—Dance Composition
	 Prerequisite: Dance 120 or permission of the instructor. 
A studio course exploring the craft and art of creating 
dance performances in a variety of styles and contexts. 
Images, text, music, improvisation and the elements of 
time, space and energy are examined as sources for 
dance material leading to group choreography. This 
course focuses on creating a finished performance piece 
for presentation.
